What to Expect The First Few
Days of School!

Starting school for the first time is exciting and stressful for both students and
parents! They are excited and want to come to school until mom walks out the
door. It is not unusual for students to have separation anxiety at the beginning.
So, here are some things you can do to help your child adjust. First, attend the
Meet the Teacher session. This gives your child a chance to meet the teacher, see
the classroom and meet new friends with parents by their side. Encourage them,
tell them what fun they will have meeting new friends. If parents show anxiety,
the children will pick up on it and have more difficulty. On the first day, be excited
(no tears mom)! Help the child put their items in the designated spots, find their
nametag in the cubbies for their backpack and head to the classroom. Parents are
required to sign their children in and out at the door with their initials and the time
each day. Hug your little person before you get to the classroom door! The teacher
will greet you and them and open the door for the child to enter. Here comes the
hard part! Wave good-bye, smile, tell them you will be back at 2pm to get them and
LEAVE! Please don’t hang around in the hall or by the door. The sooner the
teachers can get them involved, the better they adjust. Please know tears are not
unusual and tend to not last long. If your child cries for an extended period of time,
you will get a call. It is our goal to provide a positive and fun environment for all
our students! Thanks so much for your help!
